 It soon became apparent that bishops alone were 
inadequate to the task of the celebration of the Mysteries 
and teaching the faith in all the places where these were 
needed, and there came into being a distinct second order, 
that of priests or elders, extensions of the bishop, to do his 
work with and for him. Priests were and are ordained by 
the bishop. They are given, by laying-on-of-hands, Grace 
to function as the bishopsô right-hand-men, doing his work 
(with the exception of ordinations and some blessings re-
served to the bishop) in places and at times when the bish-
op cannot personally serve. Their ministry from the start 
was to óruleô, ólabour in the wordô and teach true 
ódoctrineô (1 Timothy 5:17) in the local congregation. St 
Paul with St Barnabas ñappointed [literally óElected by 
stretching forth the handô] elders in every church, and 
prayed with fastingò (Acts 14:23) and later advised his 
apostolic apprentice, bishop Titus of Crete, to do the same 
in Crete (Titus 1:5). From the word ópresbyterô came the 
shorter form óprestô in the early Church and finally became 
ópriestô. The New Testament priesthood is not to imitate 
the Old Testament one but to be joined to Christ who is our 
High Priest ñaccording to the order of Melchize-
dekò (Hebrews 5:6, 10) and to supersede the Old Testa-
ment priesthood.  Only one bishop is required to ordain a 
priest. 
 The Titus passage (see Titus 1:5-9) brings to mind 
the first prayer the bishop prays over the one being or-
dained to the Orthodox priesthood; ñThy grace divine, 
which always heals that which is weak, and completes 
that which is lacking, elevates through the laying on of 
my hands this most devout deacon to be priest.ò The 
bishop continues to ask God to ñfill with the gift of the 
Holy Spirit this man ... that he may be worthy to stand 
in innocence before Your holy altar, to proclaim the 
gospel of Your Kingdom, to minister the word of Your 
truth, to offer You spiritual gifts and sacrifices, to re-
new Your people through the laver of regeneration.ò  A 
dramatic moment in the service of ordination comes when 
the candidate is led around the altar three times, kissing or 
venerating the four corners of the altar. This symbolises his 
marriage to Christ, his death with Christ, and his willing-
ness to serve the Church sacrificially after the example of 
his Master. 
 The third principal order of the Church is that of 
deacons ð those appointed to serve. The ordination of the 
first deacons is recorded in the sixth chapter of the Acts of 
the Apostles. Their function then and now is to attend to 
the material works of mercy of the Church and to assist the 
bishop or priest in the celebration of the Mysteries. The 

manner of their appointment is clear: ñThey laid hands on 
themò (Acts 6:6). The ordination of deacons in the Ortho-
dox Church takes place in the same manner today, through 
the laying on of hands by the bishop. The deacons were 
supposed to be men of good reputation and St Paul gave 
advice to their qualifications (1 Timothy 3:8-13). In the 
Orthodox Church, you have celibate deacons and married 
deacons just like the priests but they have to be married 
first.  If you want to be a married cleric you must be mar-
ried first and can only be a deacon and then a priest unless 
your wife dies and you do not get re-married. Even St Paul 
says that the deacons ñbe the husbands of one wife, rul-
ing their children and their own houses wellò (1 Timo-
thy 3:12) so this presupposes that they are married already 
with children.  In the Anglican Church, it doesnôt matter 
when you get married (before or after the ordination).  The 
Orthodox Church follows the more ancient practice.  The 
deacon is ordained by one bishop. 
 Other qualifications for the priesthood include: 

¶ They are Orthodox Christian males 

¶ They are learned in Holy Scripture and Church Canon 
laws 

¶ They are healthy in body without physical impairment 
to prevent them fulfilling their ministry duly and ca-
nonically 

¶ The deacon is at least 25 years old, the priest at least 
30 years old and the bishop at least 35 years old 

 Currently, there is a debate about whether females 
should be ordained to the priesthood.  Some churches have 
proceeded to ordain them as ministers, deacons, priests and 
bishops without looking at the history of the Church to find 
out why they were not ordained to the priesthood.  These 
churches have done so due to pressure from society calling 
for equal rights for men and women. The question is that 
this is not a sociological issue but a theological issue.  Dur-
ing the time of the apostles, it was fashionable in pagan 
societies like Rome, Egypt and Greece to have female 
priestesses but the apostles and their successors didnôt or-
dain any.  Even the Gnostics, which were various heretical 
groups from the time of the apostles, boasted to the apos-
tles and their successors that they had female priests but 
this didnôt entice them to do likewise.
