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The word Liturgy is derived from the Greek words
‘litos’ (public) and ‘ergon’ (work) meaning that it is a work for the
benefit of the people. It is that common act of God's people togeth-
er offering praise to Him in the manner that He revealed they
should. This is the type of worship which took place in the Jewish
temple and synagogue, and which came into the early Christian
Church. Note that the emphasis is on ‘work,” ‘praise’ and
‘revealed.” The original Greek term includes the term ‘work’ and
conveys something much more vigorous than a congregation being
entertained by a performer — rather, the people working together.
‘Praise’ is that which is offered to God in thanksgiving for what He
has done for us. ‘Revealed’ makes clear that it is not a collection of
actions of our own choice or convenience but based on direction
given to us by God. It is the collective work that assembled believ-
ers do together in offering praise and worship to God. Liturgical
music is the music developed and either chanted, sung and/or
played during this time, while liturgical ritual describes the action
that takes place. The Jews since the Old Testament times liturgised
to the Lord in the form of temple worship. There was ritual in-
volved in this liturgical worship centred on an altar in the tabernac-
le or temple with a priest officiating at the worship.

An earlier form of Liturgy existed at the time of the patri-
arch Abraham (21* century B.C.) when he used to build an altar
when he travelled the length and breadth of the land of Canaan; we
read that “he pitched his tent with Bethel on the west and Ai on
the east. There he built an altar to the Lord and called on the
name of the Lord” (Genesis 12:8). Abraham built altars in other
places, e.g. near the great trees of Mamre at Hebron (Genesis
13:18) and subsequently returned to these places (as in Genesis
13:4). Abraham practiced a repeated pattern of altar building and
prayer, so we can say that these were liturgical acts, even though he
might not have had a book with set prayers and instructions of
worship.

A structured form of worship started from immediately
after the time Moses received instructions from God on Mount
Sinai (13" century B.C.) when he was to receive the Ten Com-
mandments (Exodus 20:1-17). God instructed Moses to build an
altar (Exodus 20:24-26), keep the Sabbath (Exodus 23:10-13), keep
the annual feasts (Exodus 23:14-19) and about the various offerings
and furnishings in the sanctuary (Exodus 25:1-40). After this,
Moses was instructed about the design of the tabernacle (tent where
the Israelites worshipped), the altar, the outer court, the priests’
vestments and their consecration, the use of incense, the use of
images, the construction of the Ark of the Covenant, and about
daily offerings (Exodus chapters 25-30). These things were done
by Divine commandment so the worship in heaven is copied on
earth (see Exodus 25:40, Hebrews 8:5), as God instructed Moses.

The tribe of Levi was set aside to serve as priests for God and His
people in the tabernacle or temple. The Jews worshipped God in
the tabernacle using the Ark, two cherubim of gold between where
God would meet with them and commune with them from above
the mercy-seat, from between the two cherubim. The original Ark
held the Tablets of the Law, and was understood as the mercy seat,
the empty throne from which God spoke from between the cheru-
bim to His chosen people.

Glimpses of heavenly worship were revealed to various
people in the Old and New Testament apart from Moses. The
Prophet Isaiah was caught up to heaven for the liturgy (Isaiah 6:1-
8), the Prophet Ezekiel also sees heavenly worship and glory
(Ezekiel 1:4-28), the Prophet Daniel saw heavenly liturgy (Daniel
7) and St John the Apostle had a vision of heaven’s liturgy
(Revelation 4). The angels mentioned in liturgy are the seraphim
who are closest to God’s throne and ceaselessly pray night and day.
The Prophet King David calls the angels in heaven as ‘liturgists’
when he says, “Who creates His angels spirits, His liturgists [in
Greek ‘litourgous’ a derivative of liturgy. In English, this is trans-
lated often as ‘ministers’] a flaming fire” (Psalm 104:4). The
Prophet Daniel describes that the angels ‘liturgised’ to God (Daniel
7:10). The Greek version states ‘elitourgoun’ for ministered which
is derived from liturgy. The Church through the monastic tradition
also prays around the clock in imitation to the heavenly pattern (see
Psalm 103:20-22, Psalm 148, Psalm 150, 1 Thessalonians 5:17).
Hymns like ‘Holy, holy, holy Lord of Hosts’ (in Greek ‘Ayios,
ayios, ayios, Kyrios Savaoth’) sung by the Seraphim and heard by
Isaiah in his vision of heaven (Isaiah 6:3) have been incorporated
into the Jewish Liturgy and later into the Christian Church’s Litur-
gy from very early in its existence. The Church used this hymn
since the time of St Clement Bishop of Rome (1* century A.D., see
1 Clement 34:6-7).
