GRGGK ORTHODOX GOMMUNITY OF THG TWELVE APOSTLGS, HERTFORDSHIRG
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We continue to list about liturgy in the New Testament peri-
od of the first century A.D. and in the Early Church, as follows:

. “to be a liturgist [in Greek ‘litourgon’ which is a derivative
of liturgy. Most English translations have ‘minister’] of
Christ Jesus to the nations. To serve as a priest [in Greek
‘ierourgounta’ which means to function as a priest — in
Greek ‘iereus’. Most English translations have ‘minister’]
of the good news of God” (Romans 15:16). St Paul is him-
self a liturgist/priest according to the original Greek. Both
‘litourgon’ and ‘ierourgounta’ are rendered as ‘minister’ in
most translations but are not the same word. Therefore, the
apostles and their successors do function as priests of Christ,
since they liturgise, contrary to what Protestants believe.

. “Now on the one day after Saturday [in Greek ‘tin mia ton
savvaton’ which is Sunday. In most English translations it is
‘the first day of the week’, ie. Sunday], when the disciples
came together to break bread [in Greek ‘klase arton’
which is another way of describing Holy Communion with
leavened bread]” (Acts 20:7). This shows that Holy Com-
munion was held every Sunday.

. “Greet one another with a holy kiss” (Romans 16:16) was
an element in the Christian liturgy where people were recon-
ciled to one another in peace before receiving the Body and
Blood of Christ.

. “I was in the Spirit on the Lord’s Day [in Greek ‘kyriaki
imera’ which is Sunday]...and in the midst of the seven
lampstands One like the Son of Man [Jesus
Christ]” (Revelation 1:10, 13). St John saw his vision of
Christ during the Sunday liturgy in the midst of the seven
lampstands that were found in the Christian sanctuary like in
the Hebrew temple.

Even near the end of the first century A.D., St Clement Bish-
op of Rome compares the ranks of Bishop, presbyter (priest) and
deacon to the liturgists/ministers of the sanctuary under the old cove-
nant, “To the high priest [ic. Bishop] his special liturgies have
been appointed, and to the priests [ie. Presbyters] their special
place is assigned, and on the Levites [ic. Deacons] their special
services are imposed; the layman is bound by the ordinances of
the laity. Let each of you, brethren, make Eucharist [Holy Com-
munion] to God according to his own order, keeping a good con-
science and not transgressing the appointed rule of his litur-
gy” (1 Clement 40, 41). St Clement even has a liturgy in his name,
which was used in the Western Churches.

The above examples show that there was liturgy since apos-
tolic times, and we shall summarise about the development of the

Christian liturgy. The core of liturgics is not just beautiful music or
awe-inspiring ritual; rather it is a commitment to origins. Two con-
cepts need to be kept in mind as one considers the ‘why’ of liturgical
worship and practice: origin and changelessness.

The first concept is ‘origin’. The Apostles and the first
Christian disciples were Jews. That is, they were Jews who recog-
nised and accepted Jesus Christ as the promised Messiah. From their
heritage with its history of liturgical interaction with God, came the
Jewish form of biblical worship, the basic structure, the ‘origin’ of
Christian worship. For this reason, we see in Church history a highly
developed Christian liturgical order in use even by the end of the
first century — that is, within sixty years of Christ’s resurrection.

The second concept is ‘changelessness’. Perhaps one of the
most striking and unique things about much Christian liturgical wor-
ship, especially that of the Eastern Orthodox Church in this age of
rapid change, is its permanence and changelessness. One of the most
distinctive characteristics of the Eastern Orthodox Church is “its
determination to remain loyal to the past, its sense of living con-
tinuity with the church of ancient times” (Timothy Ware, The
Orthodox Church, New York, Penguin Books, p. 203). This commit-
ment to protecting the Gospel and keeping its message and praise to
God the same stems from the conviction that the faith which we have
is that which our Lord Jesus Christ delivered to us, and to which we
will add nothing nor take anything away. This is a very similar com-
mitment to that of Orthodox Judaism to hold fast to its liturgical
traditions and rites. If Christians desire to be ‘apostolic’, then they
have to agree to belong to the same Church that Christ founded in the
first century, and “there is a sense in which all Christians must
become Christ’s contemporaries...” as John Meyendorf (Orthodox
scholar) pointed out. He goes on to remind us that “the twentieth
century is not an absolute norm; the apostolic age is”.
