GRGGK ORTHODOX GOMMUNITY OF THG TWELVE APOSTLGS, HERTFORDSHIRG
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Over the course of the last millennia there has been change in
liturgical worship. However, it is change that has taken place careful-
ly, within this context of ‘changelessness’. Within the traditional
liturgical churches, the change has not been a change in the real na-
ture or substance of the faith and practice. Never change for change's
sake, only change to remain the same. The underlying commitment
has been the exhortation of St. Paul to Timothy to “guard the deposit
of the faith” (1 Timothy 6:20). But, at the same time, there has been
a willingness to enhance the practice of worship in order to make it
more heavenly, more spiritual, and more edifying.

Early Christian Churches used a design very similar to Jew-
ish synagogues. A natural development occurred as the new Christian
Church formulated its own theology and understanding, but the core
connection to Judaic form was never lost. This can be seen in the
oldest Syrian churches that have been excavated: “...the chair of Mo-
ses has become the Episcopal seat, and the semi-circular bench that
surrounds it the seat of the Christian ‘presbyters.” But as in the syna-
gogue they remain in the midst of the congregation. The bema is also
there, not far from the Ark of the Scriptures, which is still in its an-
cient place, not at the far end, but some distance from the apse. It is
still veiled with its curtain and the candlestick is still beside it. The
apse, however, is no longer turned toward Jerusalem but to the East, a
symbol of the expectation of Christ's coming in His parousia...in the
Syrian church this eastward apse now contains the altar before which
hangs a second curtain, as if to signify that form now it is the only
‘holy of holies’ in the expectation of the parousia.”

St. Justin the Philosopher in his First Apology written by 150
A.D., describes the Eucharistic celebration to the emperor Marcus
Aurelius as follows:

And on the day which is called the Sun’s Day there is an
assembly of all who live in the towns or country; and the memoirs
of the Apostles or the writings of the prophets are read, as much
as time permits. When the reader has finished, the president gives
a discourse, admonishing us and exhorting us to imitate these
excellent examples. Then we all rise together and offer prayers;
and, as I said above, on the conclusion of our prayer, bread is
brought and wine and water; and the president similarly offers
up prayers and thanksgivings [Literally ‘eucharists’] to the best of
his power, and the people assent with Amen.

Notice that he describes the leader of the Church's worship as
the president. This is extremely important. Obviously, an assembly
can have only one president. Regardless of how many presbyters may
have been present, only one of them could have presided. It is possi-
ble, of course, that the office of president (ie. bishop) was not held
permanently by any one presbyter but rotated among them. However,
there is not the slightest bit of evidence to support the idea that this is
how the early Church was governed. On the contrary, all the docu-

ments from this era, from St. Clement’s equating the bishop with the

Old Testament high priest to St. Irenaeus’ list of episcopal successors,
explicitly rule out this idea.

Our Divine Liturgy is based on the Last Supper experience of
the Apostles. Jesus had entered the city of Jerusalem prior to Passo-
ver, desirous of sharing this final supper with His disciples. They
asked Him what they must do to prepare for the Passover (John 13:1
and Matthew 26:17), and He instructed them about preparing the
upper room. The disciples undoubtedly expected to celebrate the
actual Passover meal with their Lord, for they were in Jerusalem.
What they were not expecting was that which took place: Jesus Christ
in the context of a supper, offering Himself as the Lamb of the world.
Jesus undoubtedly gathered them for a supper, for all the Gospels
record it. Christ gave Himself as the sacrificed lamb on Friday when
the lambs were being sacrificed in the Temple (John 18:28).

But the supper that Jesus and His disciples celebrated togeth-
er was not the Seder supper of Passover. It certainly was a supper in
the context of Passover, and the types of the Passover festival were
present, including the breaking of bread and the drinking of the cup,
but it was not the actual Passover Seder because it took place on
Wednesday evening (Synoptic Gospels) or Thursday evening (St
John’s Gospel). The Passover Seder would have had to be celebrated
on Friday evening, at the beginning of the Jewish Sabbath, and in this
case the beginning of the Days of Unleavened Bread. Since Christ
and the Apostles were not celebrating the beginning of the Days of
Unleavened Bread, they used leavened bread (with yeast), as is used
until today in the Orthodox Church. The Western Church changed to
unleavened bread in the 11™ century but prior to this it used leavened
bread.
